Emergency Support Services (ESS) volunteers are standing by to assist if needed. ESS is a provincial
program, and local governments are required to have teams in place to support residents if they are
required to leave their property due to an Evacuation Order.

Residents and visitors are reminded to monitor official sources for the latest updates, including the
location of Reception Centres if sites are activated. In the meantime, residents on Evacuation Alert or
Order are encouraged to self-register at ess.gov.bc.ca.

Landslides and rockslides are impacting several roads and highways across the province, and residents
and visitors are reminded to use caution around fast-flowing bodies of water and when travelling on
roads and highways. Watch for crews and first responders. Check DriveBC for the latest updates.

Background:

BC River Forecast Centre Ministry of Water, Land and Resource Stewardship

A High Streamflow Advisory means that river levels are rising or expected to rise rapidly, but that no
major flooding is expected. Fast-flowing bodies of water increase risk to life safety. Minor flooding in

low-lying areas is possible.

A Flood Watch means that river levels are rising and will approach or may exceed bankfull. Flooding of
areas adjacent to affected rivers may occur.

A Flood Warning means that river levels have exceeded bankfull or will exceed bankfull imminently, and
that flooding of areas adjacent to the rivers affected will result.
