7 Empty and rinse containers.

2 ) Contain shredded paper inside a clear plastic bag before adding to
your recycling.

3 Flatten cardboard, remove plastic wrap from cardboard flats. Staples
and tape okay. Cut to size if too large to fit in bin.

with the words DANGER,
WARNING or POISON, and
precautionary octagon or
diamond symbols with skull
and cross bones.
